Lesson 8 - Joshua

These first four pages are a guide for you to use as you read Joshua.  When you have completed your reading assignments answer the questions on pages 5 & 6 and give them to us. 

We have looked at Genesis and Exodus and are now going to skip ahead to Joshua.  The reason is that the next three books of Moses; Leviticus, Numbers and Deuteronomy basically cover the same story as Exodus.  Similar to the way the Gospels each have their own view of Jesus' life and ministry, these four books each have their own stories and perspectives.  Exodus starts in Egypt and ends with the Israelites building the tabernacle.  Leviticus is mostly about the Law of God some of which was mentioned in Exodus.  Numbers focuses on the wandering of the people until they get to the Promised Land.  Deuteronomy summarizes the other three books.  It is in Deuteronomy we find the other version of the Ten Commandments story.

All four of the books have laws, administrative details, & information on various parts of their journey.  The Israelites have to fight their way through the wilderness against other nations that did not want them to pass.  (Perhaps the most interesting example of one of these fights is in Numbers 22 thru 24.)  There are several rebellions by some of the Israelites against the authority of God such as the golden calf incident we saw in Exodus.  In order to stay with the general flow of Old Testament history we are going to study Joshua next.  However, it is important to remember that Leviticus, Numbers and Deuteronomy are part of God’s Word.  We will return to them later in the course and study them in detail.
