Introduction to the Bible

Love Bible Study




This course consists of eight lessons.  Each lesson will be six pages on three sheets of paper.  The first four pages (or two sheets) will be a study guide for you to use and keep.  You should complete it as you read the Bible book being studied.  The last two pages (or final sheet) is to be mailed back to us when you have completed the lesson.  In every case you will read the entire book associated with the lesson.  When the book is lengthy as is the case with the first lesson, the Gospel of John, the entire lesson will be taken up with looking at the book.  When the book is short, some of the lesson will be taken up by the book, but the rest will be used for some Bible related topic, such as the importance of context, as is the case with Obadiah.

The reason for the strict adherence to the number of sheets is because five sheets are the most that can be mailed with one stamp.  We will mail you back your final sheet, our comment sheet, and the three sheets of the next lesson.  That totals five sheets or one stamp.  Occasionally there may be more for some reason, but usually we will send 5 sheets.  We are trying to be good care takers of God's money.

In addition to God's message in the book being studied, in these introductory lessons, we also want to introduce you to some important general concepts about God's word.

Lessons & Concepts:

The Gospel of John – The centrality of the Gospel message to the Bible

Obadiah – The importance of context in understanding the Bible

Philemon – 10 Guidelines for Bible Study, and one very important overall idea

Genesis – The people in the Bible were real people

5
Ephesians – The Bible often uses very pretty metaphors and other figurative language

6
Exodus – The Bible shows that God does what He does for a reason; and says what He means.

7
1st John – The Bible was written to help us

8
Joshua – The Bible demonstrates that God keeps His promises

These lessons also introduce our later Bible book courses:

The Gospel of John introduces 110 Law & Gospel

Obadiah introduces 107 The Minor Prophets and 106 The Major Prophets

Philemon and Ephesians introduce 103 The Epistles of Paul

Genesis, Exodus and Joshua introduce 104 History of God's People & 109 General Bible History

1st John introduces 108 The General Epistles

Ephesians and 1st John also introduce 105 Poetry

When you have completed this course as well as these 8 Bible book courses you will have read and studied the entire Bible, one lesson for each of the 66 books – 39 in the Old Testament, and 27 in the New Testament.
