Lesson 4 - The Trinity

(L) Trinitarian scriptures - Scriptures where all three persons are present or spoken of at same place and time. Read Matthew 3:13-17 - All three persons of the Trinity appear here - Jesus Christ the Son, the Spirit of God appearing like a dove and God the Father speaking from heaven.  Clearly they are three different people here and yet as we have seen above they all have the attributes of God.

(L1) Read Matthew 28:19 - How many persons of the Trinity are mentioned here? - ___________

(L2) Read Isaiah 6:3 - How many times does it say the word "holy?"  _______________

(L3) Read Revelation 4:8 - How many times does it say the word "holy?"   ____________

Compare Genesis 1:1-2 and John 1:1-3.  Clearly the Father, Word, and Spirit are all there at creation.

The point is that each Person of the Trinity has the same attributes. The attributes apply to all the Persons of the Trinity. Properties, on the other hand, are what distinguish one Person of the Trinity from Another. For instance, only the Son suffered and died on the cross.

It might be more clear to take one attribute of the Godhead and show how, although, it is the same attribute, it has different properties for each Person of the Trinity. Omniscience, the capability to know all things, is expressed differently in each Person because omniscience contains as part of its nature the ability to choose not to know some things. Each Person has sovereignly chosen to know different things.

(L4) Read Mark 13:31-33.  Which person of the Trinity knows when the end will come? ________________ 

This does not mean that others can not know.  They are omniscient. They could know. It means that they have chosen not to know. It is one of the properties that distinguishes the persons from one another. (See also Matthew 24:36)

(L5) Read Psalm 103:11-12.  How far has God moved our sins from us?  _______________________________

The farthermost North is only about 12,000 miles from the farthermost South but East and West are an infinite distance apart. No matter how many times you circle the globe you never get all the way East or West. He has chosen to put our sins an infinite distance from Him. Using His omniscience the Father has chosen not to know about our sin.  The means He uses to do this is the blood of His own Son, Jesus.  (See Hebrews 12:24, 13:12, 13:20, Proverbs 10:12,

1 John 5:6, Revelation 1:5)  It is not that the Father could not know, it is that He chooses not to know. 
Our sins are not hidden from the Holy Spirit. It is not clear if He chooses to remember the ones from the past but He sure knows about the ones we are into right now. (L6) Read Ephesians 4:30-32.  How does it make the Holy Spirit feel when we sin?  ______________________ We are talking about a Spirit that is more tender, kind hearted, and loving than even our mothers ever could be. Look at the kind of things that grieve Him in verse 31 and 32. These are not the stuff of the ten commandments. We do not have to go to your local brothel or bar to do these things. These are all

things we could do sitting in church or in the hall between Sunday School and Worship service. Most of them could be done in your mind, anytime, anywhere. God the Father does not see our sins, but The Holy Spirit does. We take Him to every filthy place our minds and mouths go and it grieves His tender heart. So while the attribute of omniscience is the same for all three Persons, Their different properties makes its application to our sin different for each of them. God the Father perfectly forgets, God the Son covers, and God the Holy Spirit is disappointed and grieved.
