Lesson 8 - Luke

Luke is the only Gospel writer who claims to have written things in consecutive order.  (Lk 1:3) The others make no such claim.  It seems proper then to assume that where there are differences in the order of events, that Luke’s Gospel should be considered authoritative with regard to what order things occurred.  Many other ancient writers were not as concerned as we are today about getting things in exactly the right order.  For this reason it is the most appropriate gospel to study for historical purposes, such as in this course.
Who is this “most excellent Theophilus” who is the original intended reader of this document?  Besides being a person’s name the word, Theophilus could also be translated,” most excellent God lover.”  This is an ambiguous phrase, because it can be understood to mean a lover of the most excellent God or a most excellent lover of God.  Luke may have been writing to a person with that name, but I think he meant us, lovers of God.
