Lesson 5 - Daniel

Jeremiah 24:1 begins, "After Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon had carried away captive Jeconiah the son of Jehoiakim, king of Judah, and the officials of Judah with the craftsmen and smiths from Jerusalem and had brought them to Babylon, …"  This is when Daniel was taken captive to Babylon, where he lived out the rest of his life.  Like a lot of ancient literature, and some other Bible books, Daniel is not in time order.  Daniel lived in Babylon under the reign of four kings – Nebuchadnezzar (Chapters 1-4), Belshazzar (Chapters 5, 7 & 8), Darius (Chapters 6, 9, 11 & 12), and Cyrus (Chapter 10).  Another way to think of it is like a movie with flashbacks to the past.   It is in order except chapters 6, 11 and 12 are flashbacks.  The book contains a narrative of Daniel's interactions with these kings, as well as that of three of his friends, who came with him from Jerusalem into captivity.  Daniel interprets dreams, endures injustices, rises to great power, glorifies God, sees visions from God, and prophesizes some of the most profound prophecy found in Scripture.
