Introduction

You have already studied 1st John as lesson 7 of the 101 Bible Introduction course.  In this course of lessons you will study the rest of the "General" epistles, namely, Hebrews, James, 1st Peter, 2nd Peter, 2nd John, 3rd John and Jude.  

Including one of these books on this list requires some additional explanation.  Hebrews is considered by many scholars to have been written by Paul.  It is very likely that they are correct.  However, it is by no means certain that Paul is the author and since the 103 Epistles of Paul course already had eleven lessons it seemed more practical to put it here.
