More about Jesus

John 20:30-31 "Therefore many other signs Jesus also performed in the presence of the disciples, which are not written in this book; but these have been written so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing you may have life in His name." NASB  This lesson just gives a broad overview of Christian teaching about Jesus.  It just looks at the basic core beliefs that most Christians agree with.  This barely scratches the surface of what the Bible has to say about Him.
