When I heard that blood was supposed to wash away our sins it seemed very strange to me.  When I was a young man I had a job cleaning up a butcher shop after they were done cutting the meat.  My experience was that rather than something that could be used to clean, blood was something that stained.  It took a good bit of hot water, soap, and elbow grease to clean the blood off the floor, counters, and machines in that butcher shop.  Then I realized there was an important difference.  The blood I was cleaning up was dead blood.  Jesus Christ lives!  His blood is not dead but alive.  We are His body and His living blood cleanses us just as our own blood provides nutrition to, and takes the waste away from, the cells in our bodies.
