Lesson 4 – Lord of the Sabbath

Teachings about the Sabbath, Jesus is the Lord

We recommend you quickly review Matthew 12, Mark 3, Luke 6 and John 5 to understand the context for this lesson.  Some questions are raised about the Sabbath day, which leads to Jesus revealing that He is the Lord.  We will also look at a couple of passages about His family.
Violating the Sabbath?

One of the Ten Commandments is to keep the Sabbath (Seventh) day holy and do no work on it.  See Ex 20:8-11 [OT 55] and Dt 5:12-15 [OT 136]  The Pharisees, however, had a very strict interpretation of it.  They insisted their interpretation was the only correct one.

Mark 3:28-30, Matthew 12:31, and Luke 12:10 all mention this unforgiveable sin?  What is it, and should we be worried?  Dr. Henry Morris says this about it: "The unforgivable sin of speaking against the Holy Spirit has been interpreted in various ways, but the true meaning cannot contradict other Scripture. It is unequivocally clear that the one unforgivable sin is permanently rejecting Christ (John 3:18; 3:36). Thus, speaking against the Holy Spirit is equivalent to rejecting Christ with such finality that no future repentance is possible. 'My spirit shall not always strive with man,' God said long ago (Genesis 6:3)"
Maybe Dr. Morris is right.  What I think is that there is a big difference between forgiveness and atonement.  I think it is talking about those things we are authorized by God to forgive each other for.  (See Matthew 18:18 and I John 5:16-17 [NT XXX]).  I believe Jesus died to atone for, and cover, all our sins, including the blasphemy of the Holy Spirit.
