Lesson 6 – JOHN THE BAPTIST

John the Baptist, Dinner with a Pharisee, and Parables of the Kingdom

John sends disciples to ask Jesus who He is.  Jesus answers the question by pointing to fulfilled prophesy.  Jesus describes John in highly complimentary terms.  Jesus is saddened by the lack of repentance he says in the cities of Galilee where He has been working and preaching.  He has dinner with a Pharisee and teaches about the Kingdom of God using Parables.  We recommend you rapidly read over Matthew 11, Luke 7, Mark 4, and Matthew 13 to get a good context for the assigned reading in this lesson.
