Lesson 7 – THE TWELVE ARE SENT

+ Bread of Life and Traditions of Men

Jesus sent the apostles (Apostles is just a Greek work meaning "sent ones" or "someone who is sent") to minister and preach.  After He miraculously feeds over 5,000 people, He tells them that He is the bread of life.  Some Pharisees come from Jerusalem specifically to investigate Him and ask Him questions.  They are not happy with His answers, but the disciples get a more complete explanation.  We recommend you quickly read through Mark 6-7, Matthew 9-10, Luke 9, John 6, and Matthew 15 to set a context for the assigned reading in this lesson.
