Lesson 9 – JESUS IN THE TEMPLE

Light of the World, The Good Shepherd, Questions & Parables

Jesus teaches openly in the temple.  Jesus says he is the Light of the world, a door, and the Good Shepherd.  He tells the Jews that He was around before Abraham.  He sends 70 disciples to preach the message.   He answers some questions which give us the two Great Commandments, the parable of the Good Samaritan, and the Lord's Prayer.  Jesus also responds to a number of false accusations.  Finally He tries to bring the Pharisees and Lawyers to repentance by telling them exactly what was wrong with them.  We recommend you quickly read through John chapters 7-10 and Luke chapters 10 & 11 to set a context for the assigned reading in this lesson.
