Bible Correspondence Course BC2

Overview

The Great Commission is when Jesus told the disciples to spread the Gospel to the whole world.  It is found at Matthew 28:18-20; Mark 16:15-16; Luke 24:45-47; John 20:21, and Acts 1:8-9 (NT 91).

In Matthew 28:18-20, for instance, it says, "And Jesus came up and spoke to them, saying, 'All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age'."

The purpose of this course is to focus on the phrase that says, "… all that I commanded you …".  This course is going to look at most of the Scriptures passages where Jesus says things, so that the student will understand what Jesus commanded.  It will also look at the context of what He said, to make it easier to understand.

The dialogues and teachings of Jesus will be presented in what I believe to be chronological order.  What I mean by that is that the lessons will talk about what Jesus said, in the order in which he said it.  The gospel accounts to not always do that.  In their culture, it was often not important to them to write things in order by time.  They often wrote things in the order they thought of them, instead.

When this overview was written the course was unfinished, but it is estimated that it will be about twelve to fifteen lessons in length.

If you are coming to this course from BC1 Basic Christianity you will be used to seeing page numbers with the Scripture references.  This course will continue that practice except for the references to the four Gospels.  Most of the Scripture references will come from the Gospels.  Matthew (NT 1-25), Mark (NT 26-42), Luke (NT 43-70, and John (NT 71-90).  The student is expected to be able to find scripture references in the Gospels without the page references.

My God bless you with understanding as you study His Holy Bible.  May He grant you the wisdom to know how to take what you learn, and apply it to your heart and mind, so that you will become the complete person God designed you to be, and carry out His perfect will for your life.  Amen.
