Example of Prayer in Bible: Matthew 6:9-13 
(You have to look at the context before and after for some of the answers)
(A1) Who is praying? 


Jesus, as an example for others to use.
(A2) Who besides God is listening? 


The disciples.
(A3) What is specifically being requested? 
God' kingdom to be established.  God's will to be done.  Daily provision of physical needs.  Forgiveness. Avoidance of temptation.  Protection from evil.

(A4) Who is/are the expected recipient(s) of what is being requested?  
The "us" seems to suggest that the person who doing the praying would have some group of people of whom he was part in mind as the recipients of the requested blessings.
(A5) How does the person praying try to convince God to answer? 
 He mentions God's holiness.  He promises that he will forgive others to gain God's forgiveness, and he closes by acknowledging God's authority, power, and glory.
(A6) What is the place, posture and mode of the prayer?  
Jesus is in public but the place He tells them to use is an inner room of a house.  The posture is not mentioned.  The prayer is said out loud by Jesus but there is a hint by the privacy suggested by the inner room, that silent prayer might be expected.
(A7) What results, if any, are reported to the prayer?
None are reported, but God's forgiveness is promised to those who forgive others.
Example of Using a Scripture Passage to Pray: 
(B) Change the passage Luke 8:11-15 into a prayer:  
Lord, I have told my loved ones about the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  Send your Holy Spirit that the seed may be buried deep in their heart.  Please, Father protect them from the Devil who would come and take away the word from their heart.  Lord please let them believe and be saved.  Let them not be like the rocky soil, but rather let them receive the word with joy, and with a firm root, that in the time of temptation they will not fall away.  Lord protect them from the thorns of life.  Let them not have too many worries and troubles nor too many riches and pleasures.  Let your word come to maturity in their hearts.  Father make my loved ones good soil, who hear the gospel with an honest and good heart, hold it fast, and bear spiritual fruit with perseverance.
Scripture Promise: Matthew 6:31-33

Food, drink and clothing to His disciples.
