Example of Prayer in Bible: Genesis 18:22-33
(A1) Who is praying? Abraham

(A2) Who besides God is listening? No one else

(A3 & A4) What is specifically being requested?  Who is/are the expected recipient(s) of what is being requested?  Mercy for the people of Sodom and Gomorrah

(A5) How does the person praying try to convince God to answer?  Justice for the righteous who are living there

(A6) What is the place, posture and mode of the prayer?  Abraham was standing before the LORD speaking aloud.

(A7) What results, if any, are reported to the prayer?  The LORD agreed, but only conditionally.  Since only one righteous man could be found the cities were doomed.

Example of Using a Scripture Passage to Pray:

(B) Change the passage Genesis 1:1-5 into a prayer:

Your answer can be quite different than this.  As long as it is a scripture based prayer, it will be fine.

This verse becomes
this prayer

Gen 1:1 In the beginning …
Father, you have always been.  You created the heavens and the earth.  We praise you for your creation.

Gen 1:2 The earth was …


There was nothing and yet Your Spirit moved.  Let Your Spirit rule in the void of my life. 

Gen 1:3 Then God said …


You spoke and created light. Lord there is power in the spoken word. Let me remember to be careful how I speak.

Gen 1:4 God saw that … 


What you created was good.  Create good in me.  Separate my light from the darkness around me.  Let me shine for You. 

 Gen 1:5 God called the …
Father, You created each day.  Let me live each day in Your will.
