Example of Prayer in Bible: Please read 1 Kings 18:36-37 and answer the following questions:

(A1) Who is praying? Elijah

(A2) Who besides God is listening? A large crowd of Israelites and 450 prophets of Baal.

(A3) What is specifically being requested? That God take the sacrifice by fire.  (See 1Kgs 18:24) 

(A4) Who is/are the expected recipient(s) of what is being requested? The crowd of Israelites will witness God's power.

(A5) How does the person praying try to convince God to answer? Reminding God how His name will be glorified.

(A6) What is the place, posture and mode of the prayer?  He is on top of Mt. Carmel, probably standing up, but it does not say.  He is speaking aloud.

(A7) What results, if any, are reported to the prayer? "…fire of the LORD fell and consumed the burnt offering and the wood and the stones and the dust, and licked up the water that was in the trench." 1Kgs 18:38  The people worship God and kill the prophets of Baal.

Example of Using a Scripture Passage to Pray:  First Kings 2:1-3
Remember yours does not have to be exactly like this but here is one alternative:+

(B1) "Lord, my time on this earth is limited.  It may be years, or it may be days, but I will surely die.  Father, I ask that you will strengthen my loved ones to endure our time of separation.  Let them demonstrate your power by the way they celebrate my passing.  Oh God, guide them into your ways, help them to keep your statutes, your commandments, your ordinances.  Help them cherish the testimony of your Holy Word, that their lives may be pleasing to you in all that they do and in every place they go."

(B2) "Lord, I have lost one who is very dear to me.  Father, I ask that you will strengthen me to endure our time of separation, and comfort me in my grief.  Please help me live in a way that shows your power and comforts others hurting from this loss.  Oh God, guide me into your ways, help me to keep your statutes, your commandments, your ordinances.  Help me to cherish the testimony of your Holy Word, that my life may be pleasing to you in all that I do and in every place I go, as a way to truly honor the one who has gone on to be with you."

Scripture Promise: Please read 2nd Chronicles 7:14 and answer the following questions:

(C1) Who is speaking to whom? God is speaking to King Solomon.

(C2) What is promised to whom? Rescue from national catastrophe.

(C3) What are the conditions of the promise being fulfilled, if any? That if God's people will (1) humble themselves, (2) pray, (3) seek God's face, and (4) turn from their wicked way.  The interesting thing here is that it is God's people who need to do this, not everyone.
