Example of Prayer in Bible: Psalm 3

(A1) Who is praying? King David

(A2) Who besides God is listening? It does not say.

(A3) What is specifically being requested? "Arise, O Lord; save me, O my God!" in verse 7.  David, does not want to die at the hands of his son Absalom.

(A4) Who is/are the expected recipient(s) of what is being requested? David

(A5) How does the person praying try to convince God to answer?  Praise for previously answered prayer of the same kind, expressions of faith and trust, and in verse 2 a hint that if God does not answer, people will believe God does not answer prayer.

(A6) What is the place, posture and mode of the prayer? He is praying at the time he was running from his son Absalom who rebelled against him.  The prayer is written.

(A7) What results, if any, are reported to the prayer? We know from 2nd Samuel 18 that David is victorious over Absalom.

Example of Using a Scripture Passage to Pray:

(B) Change the passage Ecclesiastes 3:1-8 into a prayer:

This verse becomes
this prayer

Ecclesiastes 3:1 There is an appointed time for everything. And there is a time for every event under heaven-- 
God help me to follow after you. Keep me from moving a head in my own time, or from remaining immobile when you ask me to take a step of faith.

Ecc 3:2 A time to give birth and a time to die; A time to plant and a time to uproot what is planted.
God, may I not waste this life or take others for granted. God, thank you for the joy of starting something new and enjoying the fruit you create.

Ecc 3:3 A time to kill and a time to heal; A time to tear down and a time to build up. 
God, help me to remember that you work through pain and joy; and that what is broken can grow back stronger

Ecc 3:4 A time to weep and a time to laugh; A time to mourn and a time to dance
God, thank you for my emotions. May I be transparent.



Ecc 3:5 A time to throw stones and a time to gather stones; A time to embrace and a time to shun embracing.
God, give me wisdom with relationships. Help me to be wise, but shrewd; forgiving, though with boundaries

Ecc 3:6 A time to search and a time to give up as lost; A time to keep and a time to throw away.
God, let me know when to keep persisting, and when to rest.

Ecc 3:7 A time to tear apart and a time to sew together; A time to be silent and a time to speak.
God, help me to use my words wisely. May you be pleased with my actions.

Ecc 3:8 A time to love and a time to hate; A time for war and a time for peace.
God, may I love what you love and hate what you hate. Help me to stand up for injustice, and live for peace.

Scripture Promise - Please read Proverbs 3:25-26 and answer these questions:

(C1) Who is speaking to whom? The writer is speaking with his son.(Prov 3:1)

(C2) What is promised to whom? The son is promised that the Lord will keep him from falling into a trap.

(C3) What are the conditions of the promise being fulfilled, if any?  Proverbs 3"1-21 says that the son must listen to the Father's wisdom and obey God's commands.
