Example of Prayer in Bible: Acts 4:24-30

(A1) Who is praying? Peter, John, and a group of Christians, right after Peter and John got out of jail.

(A2) Who besides God is listening? Only those praying.

(A3 & A4) What is specifically being requested and for whom? They asked for confidence to declare the Gospel of Jesus Christ, as well as healings and other miracles to give credibility to their preaching.

(A5) How does the person praying try to convince God to answer?  They quoted the scriptures (verses 24-26), mentioned His enemies who were against Jesus were in His power (verse 27-28), and reminded Him of their threats (verse 29).

(A6) What is the place, posture and mode of the prayer?  They were in some kind of gathering place of God's people. It might have been the home of one of them.  They lifted up their voices and all spoke together.  It is not clear whether they miraculously spoke the same words in unison, or if it was some kind of conversational prayer pronounced by the few to which the rest said, "Amen."

(A7) What results, if any, are reported to the prayer? The place of prayer was shaken, they were filled with the Holy Ghost, and they began to preach with boldness.  The rest of the book of Acts reports many healings and other miracles that gave credibility to their preaching.  This was an important prayer in the establishment and growth of the early church.

Example of Using a Scripture Passage to Pray: Revelation 22:12-14

(B) Change the passage Revelation 22:12-14 into a prayer:

Revelation 22:12 "Behold, I am coming quickly, and My reward is with Me, to render to every man according to what he has done. 
Maranatha, You are coming soon.  Come quickly Lord Jesus.  Bring Your reward with You to pay all people based on what they have done.  Help me to complete all you would have me do before Your return. Never let me think that a dead or disobedient faith will save me.

13 "I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end." 
You are the First and the Last of the all.  Help me make you the first thing I think about when I awake and the last before I sleep.

14 Blessed are those who wash their robes, so that they may have the right to the tree of life, and may enter by the gates into the city. 
You have declared that we alone are blessed who do Your commandments.  Thank You for the promise of the tree of life when I enter into eternal paradise. 

Scripture Promise: Acts 18:10

(C1) Who is speaking to whom? The Lord is speaking to Paul in a vision.

(C2) What is promised to whom? Paul is promised that he will not be harmed for preaching the Gospel in Corinth.

(C3) What are the conditions of the promise being fulfilled, if any?  None.  This does not seem to be a promise that can be applied to all believers in general, since history records many martyrs who suffered great harm for preaching the Gospel in various places.
