Example of Prayer in Bible: 1 Kings 3:5-9

(A1) Who is praying? King Solomon.

(A2) Who besides God is listening? No one is listening except God.

(A3) What is specifically being requested? Wisdom – an understanding heart to judge correctly between good and evil

(A4) Who is/are the expected recipient(s) of what is being requested? Solomon.

(A5) How does the person praying try to convince God to answer? He praises His goodness in verse 6 and in verse 8 he mentions that he will need what he is asking God to give him, to carry out His will.

(A6) What is the place, posture and mode of the prayer? Solomon is praying laying down in his bed, in his mind, during a dream.

(A7) What results, if any, are reported to the prayer? God was pleased by what he asked and also gave him riches and honor. (1 Kings 3:11-17)  He also made a promise to give Solomon a long life, if Solomon would behave himself.  (Solomon's wisdom was great, but he did not behave well.)

(B) Example of Using a Scripture Passage to Pray: Change the passage Daniel 3:15-18 into a prayer:
This verse becomes
this prayer

Daniel 3:15 "Now if you are ready, at the moment you hear the sound of the horn, flute, lyre, trigon, psaltery and bagpipe and all kinds of music, to fall down and worship the image that I have made, very well. But if you do not worship, you will immediately be cast into the midst of a furnace of blazing fire; and what god is there who can deliver you out of my hands?" 
Father, I am under what seems like constant pressure to worship and serve the gods of today.  

Dan 3:16 Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego replied to the king, "O Nebuchadnezzar, we do not need to give you an answer concerning this matter. 
Help me to only serve You and give me a ready answer when called upon to explain my faith in you. 

Dan 3:17 "If it be so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the furnace of blazing fire; and He will deliver us out of your hand, O king. 
Deliver me from the world’s pressures and consequences if it be Your will.

Dan 3:18 "But even if He does not, let it be known to you, O king, that we are not going to serve your gods or worship the golden image that you have set up." 
But even if You do not, I will still love and worship only You Lord.

Scripture Promise: Genesis 12:1-3
