(1) CONTEXT, NEAR AND FAR  [SAY SOMETHING POSITIVE THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE BY EITHER QUOTING PART OF IT OR PARAPHRASINING PART OF IT.  EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING] The immediate context is the rest of the verse and other verses right around the passage we are trying to understand at the moment.  Looking at the Biblical context is considering the Bible as a whole and what other verses on the same topic say, each in its own immediate context. 

(2) CULTURAL, HISTORICAL AND GEOGRAPHICAL CONTEXT  [WRITE SOMETHING THAT PROVES YOU HAVE READ HIS ANSWER AND EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING]   Historical context tells us what was going on with people at the time.  Geographical context tells us about the physical characteristics of the place where the story in the book takes place.  Cultural context tells us about the social norms and laws of the people in the passage.

I think it is clear that you did learn the importance of context, and that is the most important point.  The technical names of the particular kinds of context etc. will be remembered as you practice using them.

Nothing can be understood correctly without the context.  The Bible is no different.

It may be a small book but it has a big message.   It shows how Paul went about trying to get two Christian brothers to reconcile.
