(Question 1) Saul: [AKNOWLEDGE AND REFLECT THE STUDENT'S ANSWER SO THEY KNOW THEY HAVE BEEN HEARD BY SAYING SOMETHING ENCOURAGING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE BY EITHER QUOTING PART OF IT OR PARAPHRASING PART OF IT, THEN EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING]  He was persecutor of Christians.   He hated Christianity.  He believed legalism was the same as godliness.  He understood nothing about grace.

(2) Paul:  [LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD] An apostle and founder of local congregations.  

(3) The End:   [LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD] Those who are in rebellion against God are doomed to destruction.  I think we make a mistake if we try to sugar coat that information.  It is important that we do not give the impression that the unbelievers must agree with us.  It is God with whom they must agree, not us.  God is the one who is right, and we are all wrong.  We are saved purely by the gift (grace) of God. Believing is how God gives that gift to us, but faith is also a gift given to us  by the Holy Spirit.  Believers want to do what God commands and often they will do what God commands, but still not perfectly. But this doing what God commands, which Christians willingly do, is not what saves us. What Christ did for me saves me. He not only died for me; His holy life was accepted by God, and I was given credit for it, as if I had done it. I’m free from the requirements of the law. Jesus already satisfied them. Now that doesn’t mean I’ll ignore God’s commandments and willfully live in sin. He loved me too much; I love him too much to do that.

(4) Mystery: [LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD] When it comes to end times prophesy one person's ideas are about as good as another as long as they are making a sincere attempt to base them on Scripture.  In my opinion Satan is going to sponsor a fake, counterfeit, Messiah in the last days.  He is elsewhere called the Antichrist.  Who he will be is a mystery yet to be revealed, the mystery of lawlessness, or the mystery of The Lawless One.

(5) Pay the Pastor: [LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD] The key verse here is verse 7 where he urges his readers to follow his example.  If we look in Acts and Paul's other letters we see that it is Paul's practice to support himself by working with his own hands.  However, when Christians volunteer to support him, he accepts it as a gift from God.  I take that to mean that the man of God should be ready, willing, and able to support himself, but if God's people want to support him in what he does, he should accept it.

(6) A Verse to Remember:  Amen. I find 2nd Thessalonians 3:3, "But the Lord is faithful, and He will strengthen and protect you from the evil one," very encouraging.  Verse 13 of the same chapter, "But as for you, brethren, do not grow weary of doing good," is an important exhortation.

(7) Life Application: [LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD] In this next lesson we will study Paul's epistle to the Romans.  The first 11 chapters of Romans are teachings or doctrines about Salvation.  It has some of the most difficult reading in the whole New Testament.  It also has many of the most beautiful passages and most quoted verses.  The last 5 chapters of Romans are very practical instructions in living the Godly life.

(8) Second Thessalonians Summary: [LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD] The 2nd epistle to the Thessalonians is mostly sent to comfort and encourage the Thessalonians in their Christian walk.  In particular it deals with some false teaching they have been hearing about the Second Coming of Jesus Christ.  Paul offers a lot of practical help in Godly living.  We are reminded that Jesus can come back before I finish writing this or before you finish reading what I wrote.
