(A)   GALATIANS 2:19-20 [AKNOWLEDGE AND REFLECT THE STUDENT'S ANSWER SO THEY KNOW THEY HAVE BEEN HEARD BY SAYING SOMETHING ENCOURAGING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE BY EITHER QUOTING PART OF IT OR PARAPHRASING PART OF IT, THEN EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING] Christ died on the cross for us.  We are buried with Him and rose again with Him in Baptism.  (See Rom 6:4 and Col 2:12) Dead people are no longer under the control of the law.  (See Romans 7:1-25) The police do not go to cemeteries and arrest people.  Our new life is Christ's life.  He bought and paid for it.  We should do our best to please Him, but out of love and a sense of gratitude, not out of fear of punishment.

(B)   GALATIANS AND THE OLD TESTAMENT (LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD) In each pair of verses Paul is quoting the Old Testament.  Galatians 3:6 and Genesis 15:6 both say Abraham believed in the LORD; and He reckoned it to him as righteousness.  Galatians 3:8 and Genesis 12:3 both say that everyone will be blessed through Abraham.  Galatians 3:12 and Leviticus 18:5 both say that those who obey His laws will live by His laws.  Galatians 3:13 and Deuteronomy 21:23 both say that he who is hanged is accursed by God.  Galatians 3:10 and Deuteronomy 27:26 both say that those who do not obey the whole law are cursed.  Galatians 3:11 and Habakkuk 2:4 both say that the righteous man shall live by faith.  Clearly Paul regards the Old Testament to be the authoritative word of God.  God does not change.

 (C)   GALATIANS 3:24 (LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD) My view is that by coming to realize through the law that we do not live up to any reasonable standard of righteousness ,we become aware of our need for Salvation in Jesus Christ.

(D)   SPIRITUAL FRUIT (LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD) When I look at this chart, when I fill it out for me, I realize two things.  I am bearing more fruit than I used to, but not as much as I could or should.  On your fruit of the Spirit chart, I praise God He is working in you through faith.   #3 peace—includes not only living in peace and harmony with others. God works peace with God in our hearts through the forgiveness of sins. “We have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ.” Knowing this peace turns us into peace-makers—those who also do mission work, evangelism—proclaiming peace to all who will listen. Thanks for honest answers. We are stronger in some areas than we are in others. 
(E)   GALATIANS 6:15 (LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD) I believe he is saying that obeying the law is nothing in comparison to becoming a new creature in Christ.  We might be circumcised or not, but neither condition says anything about how we stand before God, nor how well we are worshiping Him.  Faith is the necessary first step, and all that is necessary, but if it does not bear fruit in terms of a growing obedience to His will, how can we argue that we really believe Him?   

In the next lesson we look at Paul's letter to the church at Philippi.  Philippians is basically a thank you letter from Paul to the church at Philippi.  Paul also takes the occasion to address some questions that were apparently sent to him.
