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Dear Xxxx,

[SAY SOMETHING POSITIVE ABOUT HIS EFFORT ON THE QUIZ]  I'm glad to see you sticking with your Bible studies.
(Question 1) AMOS 2:4 & 1st John 1:5-10  [SAY SOMETHING ENCOURAGING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE BY EITHER QUOTING PART OF IT OR PARAPHRASING PART OF IT, THEN EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING]  The common themes I see in both passages is people being led astray by their own lies.  First they lie, then they believe their own lies, and finally the do not believe God because of their own lies.
(2) AMOS 2:11 & Num 6:1-21  [LET HIM KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD AND EDIT THE FOLLOWING] Both passages speak of Nazarites, people set aside to dedicate themselves to God with prayers and fasting.  And in verse 12 they are forced to break their vows by a wicked people.  Another important thing for me is that the verse in Amos makes it clear that the people that decide to take such vows should be, or are, the ones that God designed for that purpose.
(3) AMOS 8:11  [LET HIM KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD AND EDIT THE FOLLOWING] When you consider Christianity world wide, it is growing like always, because the gospel is being preached all over the world today.  However, in these United States, it seems to me, we live in a time starving for God's word.  There are a lot of messages out there that claim to be from God, that are crowding out the Gospel message – feel good about yourself, self-improvement messages, that claim to be from God, but are actually warmed over psycho babble dressed in "Biblical" terms.
(4) FAVORITE VERSE  Amen.  I like Amos 5:24 "But let justice roll down like waters, And righteousness like an ever-flowing stream. 
(5) PRACTICAL AND/OR SPIRITUAL APPLICATION OF AMOS  [LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD AND EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING] The message I heard when I read this book is that God is infinitely patient and has mercy without end.  However, He will not tolerate our nonsense forever.  There is a time limit for us personally, for us as a nation, and for us as the human race.

(6) TOPIC AND/OR CONTENTS OF AMOS   [LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD AND EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING]  Amos prophesied during the Divided Kingdom period before either Israel or Judah had been taken into captivity.  Amos warns Israel of this coming catastrophe, but he is ignored.  Even though Israel was a wicked country with a wicked king, God still gave them another generation to repent, before calamity befell them.

In the next lesson we will study Jonah, who was a prophet at about the same time, or a little before Amos.  This little book of Jonah is mostly in narrative form, instead of poetry like Amos, and tells the well known Sunday school story of Jonah in the "whale."  We skip Obadiah in this course because we have already studied it in 101 Introduction to the Bible.
(7) [ANSWER THE QUESTION IF HE HAS ONE]
