(2) CITY OF LIES: [LET HIM KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD AND EDIT THE FOLLOWING] A city can be full of liars.  Certainly any city has liars and all of us sometimes fall into this sin.  But I think a city full of lies would be one where lying had become so rampant and out of control that the truth had become almost impossible to ascertain.

(4) KEY VERSE:  Amen.

(6) TOPIC OF BOOK: [LET STUDENT KNOW HE HAS BEEN HEARD AND EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING] Nahum is a little book of prophecy against Nineveh, the same city which repented at the preaching of Jonah.  The words of the book are very strong as the prophet describes this sinful city. We cannot help but remember the words of Jonah hundreds of years before which brought about the repentance of this same place.  And yet this poetic and forceful message is apparently ignored, since Nineveh did suffer all the evil prophesied in this little book.

The next book is the prophet Habakkuk. This book was probably written right before Judah was carried off into captivity.  This is a most unusual book because it is actually an account of a conversation between the prophet and Jehovah. The great value of the book is that it actually shows us the words, mind or thinking of God. The entire book is Hebrew poetry so you should expect parallelism and figurative language.  There are a number of wonderful statements in this book that are some of the most powerful messages of our day.
