I think 1 John 4:16 is talking about how the love of God is so influential over those who are close to Him, that they can not help but begin to love as well.  If you really know who God is, you can not help but love others.

I think Jude 1:21 is saying that we should try to imitate God's love as much as we humanly can, understanding that it is only by His power, that we can live; it is only from Him that we can expect mercy; and our hope should only be in Him.

Psalm 37:28 can be tricky for us sinners.  The key to understanding it, is that through the blood of Jesus Christ we are one of "His godly ones."  That means although we deserve complete destruction according to His justice, we are given instead, eternal life, because of the completed work of Jesus Christ on the cross.
