(2)   [ACKNOWLEDGE AND REFLECT HIS ANSWER] It appears to me that according to this verse in Luke it is Jesus that does the seeking and finding.  The rest of us wander around lost until He does.  I do not think that people who are "seeking God" find Him any better than anyone else.  But I don't say anything to them about it.  I just smile and tell them about Jesus.

(3)   [ACKNOWLEDGE AND REFLECT HIS ANSWER] I think this is one of those times that context becomes very important to the understanding of a verse.  Look at verses 1st Cor 11:13 & 16.  He is not teaching about head gear as a Christian doctrine.  I believe Paul is trying to make his Corinthian readers understand a larger issue using an example out of their own culture.  Paul was a Jew.  In his culture the opposite is true about wearing hats.  Jewish men pray with their heads covered.  We are living our lives before God.  We need to respect Him and maintain humility in prayer.  What we do and do not have on our head is only as important to God, as it is to us.  Think of the person in the world right now for whom you have the most respect.  How do you, or would you, act and dress around that person?  Give God that same respect.

(4)  [ACKNOWLEDGE AND REFLECT HIS ANSWER] I think it is talking about literal blood.  Hebrews 9:11-14 tells us that Jesus performs the high priestly functions for us by His own blood.  The Hebrew priests which He replaced sprinkled the blood of animals in their purification rituals.  Simply killing the animal was not enough.  

(5)  [ACKNOWLEDGE AND REFLECT HIS ANSWER] I think an [OR DEPENDING ON WHETHER HE MENTIONS IT OR NOT] another important thing to remember from this lesson is that man was created in the image of God, but fell into sin and is therefore lost, and can only be cleansed from his sins through the shed blood of Jesus Christ.  God is sovereign in all things so, when a man is saved, he is totally without credit.  Each man is completely responsible for, and accountable for, his own sinfulness.  In the next lesson on Discipleship we will study the Bible support for the idea that the best and most proper way for us to express our gratitude for God's salvation is to love Him and obey His command to love one another.
