(2)  [SAY SOMETHING POSITIVE THAT LETS THEM KNOW YOU READ THEIR ANSWER PERHAPS BY QUOTING OR PARAPHRASING PART OF IT AND THEN EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING] The way I see this passage in Hebrews 5 is that the strength and wisdom to obey God is a gift from him, so rather than gritting our teeth and trying harder, we need to beg God for the ability to obey.  Jesus Christ obeyed God for two reasons.  First, because if He had been disobedient, He would not have been innocent when crucified, making his death of no good to anyone else.  Second, He did it as an example to us.  The lesson for us, I believe, is that our obedience will yield blessings not only for ourselves, but for those around us.

We are not to answer evil with evil.  Do good all the time, regardless of the circumstances, etc.  What is a little different with this passage is the idea that God has a different answer for evil than we do, and our goodness often becomes the means God uses to punish evil people, and bring them to repentance.  Our actions give them a good example, make them aware of God's love, and prick their consciences.
