Give me a complete washing of my sins before God.  Give me Your Holy Spirit to protect me from evil and temptation.  I will follow you from this day and praise You for all things.  Thank you for this mercy on my soul and the blessings that will come my way.  Thank you for eternal life with you.  In Your precious name, Jesus Christ, Amen.
