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Dear Xxxx,

The enclosed lesson is the last lesson in the course.  There is a question on the quiz asking you to give us your name exactly as you want it to appear on the certificate. (Question 1) LIGHT OR DARKNESS: [SAY SOMETHING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE BY EITHER QUOTING PART OF IT OR PARAPHRASINING PART OF IT, THEN EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING] These verses (6, 8 and 10) contain a description of our descent into darkness. First we lie to others and then to ourselves until we are so incapable of recognizing the truth that we think God is a liar. Walking in darkness is not confined to reprobate sinners. All of us indulge in it from time to time.  The rest of the verses contain the way out of this problem - confession and repentance.

1 John 1:5-10

God Is Light

 5 This is the message we have heard from Him and announce to you, that God is Light, and in Him there is no darkness at all. 

 6 If we say that we have fellowship with Him and yet walk in the darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth; 

 7 but if we walk in the Light as He Himself is in the Light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin. 

 8 If we say that we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves and the truth is not in us. 

 9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

 10 If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar and His word is not in us. 

(2) LIBERTY IS NOT LICENSE: [SAY SOMETHING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE BY EITHER QUOTING PART OF IT OR PARAPHRASINING PART OF IT, THEN EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING] Although we are forgiven our sins, the ones we have committed and the ones we will commit, we should not look on that as permission from God to sin as much as we like.  The cost paid for our forgiveness was high - the death of Jesus Christ on the cross.  We need to appreciate that, and obey God out of love and respect for Him.

Romans 6:1-10

 1What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin so that grace may increase? 

 2 May it never be! How shall we who died to sin still live in it? 

 3 Or do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus have been baptized into His death? 

 4 Therefore we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, so that as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. 

 5 For if we have become united with Him in the likeness of His death, certainly we shall also be in the likeness of His resurrection, 

 6 knowing this, that our old self was crucified with Him, in order that our body of sin might be done away with, so that we would no longer be slaves to sin; 

 7 for he who has died is freed from sin. 

 8 Now if we have died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him, 

 9 knowing that Christ, having been raised from the dead, is never to die again; death no longer is master over Him. 

 10 For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God. 

(3)  FUTILITY OF DEBATE: [SAY SOMETHING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE BY EITHER QUOTING PART OF IT OR PARAPHRASINING PART OF IT, THEN EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING] I think they all have the same idea: Do not argue.  However, notice that all of these passages are talking about arguing about vain or unimportant things/subjects/words. There are some things in life that we do need to discuss; such as allowing God into our lives, following His word, living for Him.

2 Timothy 2:23 But refuse foolish and ignorant speculations, knowing that they produce quarrels. 

1 Timothy 6:4 he is conceited and understands nothing; but he has a morbid interest in controversial questions and disputes about words, out of which arise envy, strife, abusive language, evil suspicions, 

2 Timothy 2:14  Remind them of these things, and solemnly charge them in the presence of God not to wrangle about words, which is useless and leads to the ruin of the hearers. 

Titus 3:9 But avoid foolish controversies and genealogies and strife and disputes about the Law, for they are unprofitable and worthless. 

(4) SCRIPTURE: Amen.  

Teacher Note: 1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

Teacher Note: If they do not put a reference, I find it and say, "Peter 1:18 (or whatever).  Amen," to try to get them in the habit of using references.  If they blow the whole thing I just put the reference and the verse as it really appears and say, "Amen."  They may or may not notice they got it wrong.
