Did you not know that I had to be in My Father's house?"  Looking back on it, we can see that Jesus was simply beginning to carry out His divine purpose.  We can see that He was born to die on the cross and take away the sins of the world.  We could say those things to His earthly parents, but without the New Testament (which was not written yet) to help us, how could we make them understand? More importantly, how can we listen more carefully to God, so we do not miss something He is saying to us?

(2) [SAY SOMETHING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE] I do not think Satan's interpretation of Psalm 91 is reasonable because of what it says in verse 14, "Because he has loved Me, therefore I will deliver him."  How is jumping off buildings showing a loving heart towards God?  Answer: It is not.  The Psalm is talking about protection from dangers that assail us from the outside, not self-destructive behavior.

(3) [SAY SOMETHING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE] For the simple reason that we remember better when we are shown.

(4) Amen! 

Teacher Note: If they do not put a reference, I find it and say, "Peter 1:18 (or whatever).  Amen," to try to get them in the habit of using references.  If they blow the whole thing I just put the reference and the verse as it really appears and say, "Amen."  They may or may not notice they got it wrong.
