Other people are at the entrances of their tents near by, but it is not clear if they were able to hear or not.  Moses wanted to see God's glory so that in some way it would be reassuring that God would not desert the Israelites as they entered the Promised Land.  He asks God if He likes him and pleads for help with his doubts.  God answers the prayer partially by letting Moses see some of Him.

Teacher Note: Deuteronomy 17:19 20 "It [law] shall be with him and he shall read it [law] all the days of his life, that he may learn to fear the LORD his God, by carefully observing all the words of this law and these statutes, that his heart may not be lifted up above his countrymen and that he may not turn aside from the commandment, to the right or the left, so that he and his sons may continue long in his kingdom in the midst of Israel. (Delete before Sending)

This is how I analyzed it.  Moses was speaking to the Israelites.  He told them that the Lord promised that their enemies would be defeated before them.  In Deuteronomy 28:1 it says "… if you diligently obey the LORD your God, being careful to do all His commandments which I command you today, the LORD your God will … " and then lists a number of promised blessing based on this one condition.  This promise of defeated enemies is one of these promised blessings.  The blessings in our own life when we obey God are also many.

This next lesson is very similar to this one except it draws its examples from historical books of the Old Testament.
