Teacher Note: Philippians 1:3-11

I thank my God in all my remembrance of you, always offering prayer with joy in my every prayer for you all, in view of your participation in the gospel from the first day until now. For I am confident of this very thing, that He who began a good work in you will perfect it until the day of Christ Jesus. For it is only right for me to feel this way about you all, because I have you in my heart, since both in my imprisonment and in the defense and confirmation of the gospel, you all are partakers of grace with me. For God is my witness, how I long for you all with the affection of Christ Jesus. And this I pray, that your love may abound still more and more in real knowledge and all discernment, so that you may approve the things that are excellent, in order to be sincere and blameless until the day of Christ; having been filled with the fruit of righteousness which comes through Jesus Christ, to the glory and praise of God. (Delete before Sending)

(Questions 1A - G)  [SAY SOMETHING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE BY EITHER QUOTING PART OF IT OR PARAPHRASING PART OF IT, THEN EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING]

(1A) Who is praying? Paul.  Timothy assisted in some way in writing the letter, (Phil 1:1) but the pronoun "I" is used here (Phil 1:3), so Paul was the one doing the praying.

(1B) Who besides God is listening? The readers of the letter

(1C & 1D) What is specifically being requested for whom? That the love of his readers will continue to grow, that we will have more knowledge and discernment, so we can tell what is excellent, and that we remain blameless until the Lord returns.

(1E) How does the person praying try to convince God to answer? He expresses confidence that what God starts he will finish (verse 6), he mentions that the righteousness he is asking for can only come from Jesus Christ, (verse 11) and says that answering the prayer will give glory and praise to God.  (verse 11)

(1F) What is the place, posture (kneeling, bowing, or what) and mode (silent, out loud, written) of the prayer?  This letter was probably written from prison in Rome.  The posture is not describe.  It was probably thought about in silence to God and later written in the form we now have it.

(1G) What results, if any, are reported to the prayer? None are reported, but in as much as Christianity has survived to this day, I think it is safe to assume something good came of it.

Teacher Note: Ephesians 6:10-20

Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of His might.  Put on the full armor of God, so that you will be able to stand firm against the schemes of the devil.  For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the powers, against the world forces of this darkness, against the spiritual forces of wickedness in the heavenly places. Therefore, take up the full armor of God, so that you will be able to resist in the evil day, and having done everything, to stand firm. Stand firm therefore, HAVING GIRDED YOUR LOINS WITH TRUTH, and HAVING PUT ON THE BREASTPLATE OF RIGHTEOUSNESS, and having shod YOUR FEET WITH THE PREPARATION OF THE GOSPEL OF PEACE; in addition to all, taking up the shield of faith with which you will be able to extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one. And take THE HELMET OF SALVATION, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. With all prayer and petition pray at all times in the Spirit, and with this in view, be on the alert with all perseverance and petition for all the saints, and pray on my behalf, that utterance may be given to me in the opening of my mouth, to make known with boldness the mystery of the gospel, for which I am an ambassador in chains; that in proclaiming it I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak. (Delete before Sending)

Father, help me be strong in the Lord and in the strength of your might.  Place on me your complete armor, so that I will be able to stand firm against the tricks of the Devil.  Jesus, help me to be mindful that our struggles is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the powers, against the world forces of this darkness, against the spiritual forces of wickedness in the heavenly places.  Cover me with your full armor, so that I will be able to resist in the evil day, and having done everything, to stand firm.  Place about my waist the belt of your truth.  Protect my heart with the breastplate of your righteousness.  Prepare me with your Gospel of peace that I might keep my feet on your pathway.  Shield me Lord, with faith and trust in you, for you are trustworthy.  Shield me by faith in you from the flaming arrows of the evil one's deceit.  Protect my mind with the helmet of the assurance of salvation.  Put in my hands the mighty sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.  Send your Holy Spirit to me that I might pray at all times, to be alert, to persevere in doing good, in praying for fellow believers.  Lord help me to remember to pray for ministers of the Gospel everywhere, that they might open their mouths and make know the mystery of the gospel with boldness, that they might proclaim it fearlessly, as they ought to speak.

Teacher Note: Galatians 6:9

Let us not lose heart in doing good, for in due time we will reap if we do not grow weary. (Delete before Sending)

(3A) Who is speaking to whom? Paul and the people with him (Gal 1:1) are speaking to the readers of the letter, who were initially the Christians of Galatia, but now include us.

(3B) What is promised to whom? We will reap the rewards of doing good.  

(3C) What are the conditions of the promise being fulfilled, if any? We need to continue doing good.

(3D) How can you use this promise in your own life?  We need to remember this promise when we become discouraged and it seems what we do right is accomplishing no good.

This next lesson is very similar to this one except it draws its examples from the general epistles of the New Testament – Hebrews; James; First, and Second Peter; First, Second, and Third John; and Jude.
