(1B) Who besides God is listening? His readers

(1C) What is specifically being requested? Nothing.  It is a prayer of praise.

(1D) Who is/are the expected recipient(s) of what is being requested? God is expected to receive praise and worship.

(1E) How does the person praying try to convince God to answer? He expects no answer.

(1F) What is the place, posture (kneeling, bowing, or what) and mode (silent, out loud, written) of the prayer?  Since the prayer is written the posture was probably sitting and the place was a desk or writing table.

(1G) What results, if any, are reported to the prayer? None are reported.

(3D) How can you use this promise in your own life?  By being more obedient to God's commands we will become more effective in our prayers.
