(Questions 1A - G) [SAY SOMETHING THAT PROVES YOU READ WHAT HE WROTE BY EITHER QUOTING PART OF IT OR PARAPHRASING PART OF IT, THEN EDIT OR REPLACE THE FOLLOWING]  

(1A) Who is praying? Stephen

(1B) Who besides God is listening? The people killing Stephen 

(1C & 1D) What is specifically being requested for whom? Stephen asked for his spirit to be received by Jesus and that those who are killing him be forgiven.

(1E) How does the person praying try to convince God to answer? He is asking for acceptance so he in turn forgives his enemies and prays for them.

(1F) What is the place, posture (kneeling, bowing, or what) and mode (silent, out loud, written) of the prayer? He begins is prayer standing but falls to his knees before it is over.

(1G) What results, if any, are reported to the prayer?  Stephen dies, and we assume his spirit is received by God as he asked since he just saw a vision of heaven opening to him.  The only person in the crowd that we learn more about is Saul, who later becomes Paul the apostle.  So I think it is safe to assume that God did not hold the sin of murdering Stephen against Saul/Paul, just as Stephen prayed.

Notice that Stephen prays the two prayers that Jesus prayed on the cross. Acts 7:59 - Luke 23:46 and Acts 7:60 - Luke 23:34
