The blessing of having life and living in God’s wonderful creation is freely given to everyone, saved and unsaved alike.  If we are to distinguish ourselves from the world, we need to be completely different.  We must be like Him, loving everyone, not just our friends and family.  I get this idea from the context.  Look at the verse right before 45.
Teacher Note:  Please delete it before sending unless it is needed for your response.  Matthew 5:45 “So that you may be sons of your Father who is in heaven; for He causes His sun to rise on the evil and the good, and sends rain on the righteous and the unrighteous.”

(4) VERSE TO REMEMBER:  Amen. I like  Matthew 5:44 "But I say to you, love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you.”
